1. Mac provided the summery for funding for scholarships.  We identified people to be funded and decided to create a form to be filled out for applications. We will take into account the need for travel, prior funding from PERLOC, the abstracts, etc. We decided that international travel will be funded for those outside of the US to come here and for the US people to go abroad if they are giving an invited talk and their travel is not paid for.
2. Having PER grad students be represented on PERLOC what are the steps to take? We learned that PER graduate students created a petition to have a representative on PERLOC and we are trying to figure out how to respond to their call. We certainly welcome their participation and the issue is to amend the bylaws to include a grad student with a voting power. For this to happen, the person needs to be elected. 
3. As we are working on the video about PER and contacted NSF about possible funding, a few questions were raised here - What does the community want for the video – for the public, for the professionals, does anyone from the community want to make this video? If we make the video- what is the audience and who will make it? One answer - It will be a video to educate public about our ideas. We plan to bring it to the Town Hall in Philly and ask what the community wants and who wants to lead it.
4. We will make a call to write a proposal to do this video using PERLOC money after the summer meeting.
